He
had one of his legs broken, and also
received some further injuries. He

The Weather. — Old Winter seems to
have gathered strength and tenacity by
the extraordinary
exercise of his pow-
ers during the season
allotted by the Alma-
nac-makers of his
legitimate reign. He
has grown ambitious

too, and not content

with supremacy in his
own appropriate kingdom, is seeking
to encroach upon the empire of the
lovely, smiling Queen, who of right
succeeds him, to cheer and brighten
that which he has made cheerless and
desolate. Could it do any better we
should protest against the usurpation,
but, alas! In such cases the “power of
the press” loses its charm, and even
vox populi is not longer vox dei. We
might exhaust all the gray-goose quills
in the anserdoin [anserine|, and the
sovereignty might hold indignation
meetings till kingdom come, and the
old tyrant would still stride on un-
checked and heedless. It is really vex-
ing to think of our impotency, but
then it is some consolation to know
there is one thing, at least, beyond the
reach of democracy. For ourselves we
intend to act the philosopher and quit

grumbling, come what may — and

whether May comes at all or not, --
and in the meantime, have ordered a
supply of coal to be delivered the
middle of June, and made some
changes in our private copy of
Grier’s Almanac for the month of
July, so as to make it read: “just about

now look for snow.”
Savannah Daily Republican. April 1, 1856

Melancholy Occurrence.
A most melancholy affair occurred at
the house of Mr. Fugh, in Drayton
street, yesterday afternoon. Mr. John
F. Dombriski, a Pole, and one of
those unfortunate exiles who have
been driven from their own land by
the political convulsions of the late
years, being destitute of means and
employment, deliberately placed a
pistol to his side and discharged its
contents into his body. When our
reporter saw him, a few hours after
the occurrence, he was still alive, but
suffering greatly from pain and inter-
nal hemorrahage. No hopes are en-

tertained of his recovery.

Mr. Dombrinski was a young man,
some 24 or 25 years of age, was edu-
cated for the army at St. Petersburg,
joined the Hungarians in the revolu-
tion of 1848, taken prisoner after a
disastrous battle, and sent to St. Pe-
tersburg. While on the way he made
his escape from the guard, passed
through Belgium, into England, and
thence came to the United States. He
arrived in this city about three weeks
ago.

The following notes in the handwrit-
ing of the unfortunate man, was

found in his room.

Savannah, April 2d, 1856,

I am tired of life. I am here as as
stranger. — Could not find any em-
ployment, and my money was all
gone, and so I resolved to commit

suicide.

I fought in Europe against despotism,
lost everything I possessed. No bullet
could find me in the battles, and here
in a Republican country I am obliged

to shoot myself.

Dear Charles, you are my only friend.
Farewell forever. If there is another
wotld, there we will see one the other
again.

The cause that I don’t sigh my name
is because 1 don’t want my parents to
know that I am dead. It would kill my
mother. XXX X Arvery Reg Pinsk,

Remember me.

Since the above was in type, we learn
that Mr. Dombriski died at 10 Y2 last
night.

TIDBITS ABOUT THE
MELDRIM GIRLS

The GMH new afterhours program,
Teatime at the Meldrims, focuses
on an afternoon tea among friends
and acquaintances of Mrs. Meldrim in
spring 1912. This was a “big news”
time with discussions about the sink-
ing of the Titanic, the rumblings of
women’s suffrage, and the founding
of the Girl Scouts. Other the topics
around the GMH table will involve
the house’s residents — Judge and
Mrs. Meldrim and their family. To
help us understand the Meldrims, we
rely on materials compiled by one of
our summer 2025 interns, April
Moore. She work centered on the
youth and young adulthood of the
Meldrim girls as revealed in newspa-
per research. “Back in the day” local
newspapers offered social columns
providing information on the com-
ings and goings of elite community
members. Because Mrs. Meldrim was
from Augusta, the family is men-
tioned frequently in the newspaper
there. The old adage that a lady’s
name should only appeared in the
paper three times — when she was
born, martied and when she died -
did not apply to the Meldrim women
and girls. The below of bidbits you
may find interesting.

In 1912 Judge and Mrs. Meldrim had
four grown children and three grand-
children. They had lost their only son

six years priof.

Caroline and Frances attended Lucy

Cobb Institute (woman’s component
—UGA) 1899-1900.

Students, or “Lucies,” in the collegiate
track studied sciences (including
chemistry and physics), higher math-
ematics (algebra, geometry, trigonom-
etry), logic, rhetoric, languages, histo-
ry, and literature.

Along with academics, . . .faculty
members emphasized the importance
of a modest appearance and proper
manners and etiquette. Students were
prohibited from venturing beyond the
school’s front yard unchaperoned,
entertaining male visitors, attending

parties in town, dancing, and wearing

MG Jiasne B
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makeup or short
skirts. The combi-
nation of aca-
demic rigor with
education in gen-
tility, their teach-
ers believed, pre-
pared students for
both private and
public life. (New
Georgia Ency-

clopedia.)

Carrie Lou and “Fannie” took part in
the Lucy Cobb commencement, as
well as performing in a production of
The Merchant of Venice which was
a major component of the program.

The annual literary address was given
by Hon. P. W. Meldrim.
Savannah Morning News. May 29, 1900._

Carrie Lon and Fannie were amongst the
dancers at Tybee on Tuesday. Miss Miriam
Dent entertained Saturday night and Ralph
and Fannie were present.

Mr. A. R. Lawton Jr, gave a lunch party
Saturday afternoon, Ralph, Fannie, and

Carrie Lou were in attendance.
Savannah Morning News. July 14, 1901.

Popular Drawings Done in Life at
Catholic Library Hall on March 3,
1902, Gibson Pictures. Miss Carrie
Lou was in the first tableau titled “The
Night Before Her Wedding! - For
She’s a Jolly Good Fellow” dressed in
a pretty evening gown with white arms out-
stretched and glasses uplifted for the toast.
Carrie Lon was also in a staging of “The
OId Tune” as an ideal old-fashioned girl in
the shadow. She also took part in the staging

of “What It Leads To”".

Frannie and Carrie Lou met Miss Annie
Poe of Baltimore informally at tea at Miss

drim, Miss Meldrin, and Miss Frances Mel-
drim went to a reception held by Miss Maria
Minis in honor of Mrs. Charles Henry of
